Recommendation: *

For Council to approve the final amount required to purchase the new Pumper for Station #1 in Woodview

Background: *

During the 2025 Capital Budget deliberations Council approved $300,000 to be set aside in 2025 to start the process of replacing Pumper #1
out of Station #1 in Woodview.

The Fire Underwriters Survey helps the insurance industry establish appropriate fire insurance rates for residential and commercial properties
by providing insurance grades.

The North Kawartha Fire Department follows the Fire Underwriters Survey for maintaining all apparatus. To maintain the level of service North
Kawartha is currently providing, front line pumpers must be no older than 20 years of age. Station #1 pumper is a front line pumper and will
reach the age of 20 years in the first quarter of 2026

Analysis: *

In order to avoid a one time purchase of approximately $700,000 to replace Pumper #1 we have split the total cost over two years.
